YEAR FOR PRIESTS 2009 ~ JUNE 19 ~ 2010  
St. John Vianney, the Curé of Ars, (Patron Saint of All 
Priests - Feast day is August 4) is a model of priestly zeal for 
all pastors. The secret of his generosity is to be found 
without doubt in 'his love for God', lived without limits, in 
constant response to the love made manifest in Christ 
crucified. This is where he bases his desire to do everything 
to save the souls ransomed by Christ at such a great price, 
and to bring them back to the love of God. Let us recall one 
of those sayings which he had the knack of uttering: “The 
priesthood is the love of the Heart of Jesus.” In his sermons 
and catechesis he continually returned to that love: “O my 
God, I prefer to die loving you than to live a single instant 
without loving you… I love you, my divine Saviour, because 
you were crucified for us… because you have me crucified 
for you.” (Pope John Paul II - 1986 - Letter to Priests on Holy
